THE RULES OF

WAIKATO VALLEY CRI CKET ASSOCIATION 1 NCOPORATED

: NAME -
The name of the Association is Waikato Valley Cricket Association Incorporated
2 GEOGRAPHICAL AREA - '

Waikato Valley is an amalgamation of the Thames Valley Cricket Association Inc. and

Midlands Cricket Association Inc. with some changes. The Waikato Valley Cricket

Association Incorporated will include Coromandel, Whitianga, Whangamata, Waihi,

Thames, Te Kauwhata, Ngatea, Paeroa, Te Aroha, Morrinsville, Matamata, Cambridge,

Putaruru, Tokoroa, Te Awamutu, Pirongia, Otorohanga, Te Kuiti, Piopio, Taumarunui and

Mangakino.

3. OBJECTS —

3:1 To foster, promote, control, encourage, manage and be responsible for the
administration of cricket in the Waikato Valley region and to control all Waikato
Valley representative teams playing inside or outside of the region.

32  To affiliate with and be bound by the rules of New Zealand Cricket Inc. and
Northern Districts Cricket Association Inc. and their respective successors and
any other Cricket organisation the Association deems to be in the best interests of
Waikato Valley Cricket.

33  To establish and promulgate rules, playing conditions and regulations for the
playing of cricket in the Waikato Valley region. To be bound by the laws of cricket
as published by New Zealand Cricket Inc.

34  To consider and adjudicate upon all disputes between Cricket Associations and
Clubs affiliated to Waikato Valley Cricket and all matters, whether of misconduct
or otherwise arising out of the playing, control, organisation or administration of
the game of cricket in Waikato Valley and to adjudicate on any appeals referred to
it.

3.5 To provide means for properly conducting, controlling and carrying on the game of
cricket, regulating the conduct of players and to penalise any person who may
breach any code of conduct laid down by Waikato Valley Cricket Association Inc.

36 To raise money by subscriptions, levies or otherwise and to use such monies for
the promotion and good health of all forms of cricket conducted in the Waikato
Valley region.

3.7  To generally do all things whatsoever for the benefit of cricket which may be

deemed expedient or which may be directly or indirectly incidental or ancillary to
the objects of Waikato Valley Cricket PROVIDED HOWEVER that the foregoing
objects shall in no way limit the rights and power conferred upon Societies

Incorporated under “The Incorporated Societies Act 1908” and its amendments.



MEMBERSHIP - o
41 The membership of Waikato Valley Cricket Association Incorporated shall be

open to and consist of o : _
(a) All those Cricket Associations and Clubs affiliated to Waikato Valley Cricket

Association as at the date of registration of these rules.

(b) Any other Cricket Association or Club that the Board of Directors qf. the
Waikato Valley Cricket Association Inc. agrees to accept as an affiliated
Association or Club.

(c) Any other organisation that has an association with cricket that the Board of
Directors can deem to be @ full or associate member.

42  Applications for membership of Waikato Valley Cricket Association Incorporated
from Cricket Associations or Clubs shall be made in writing to Waikato Valley
Cricket. Applicants shall supply such information as requested by the
Administration Executive. All applicants shall be submitted to the Board of
Directors in so far as those relate to the administration of the gamé of cricket
throughout the region and shall also comply with the terms of the Constitution, the
Rules, Playing Conditions, Regulations (if any) as laid down by Waikato Valley
Cricket and the laws of Cricket as published from time to time by New Zealand

Cricket Inc.

CESSATION OF MEMBERSHIP

51 Any member shall cease to be a member of Waikato \ialley Cricket Association
Incorporated

(a) By resignation by notice in writing to the Administration Executive, but shall
remain liable to Waikato Valley Cricket Association Incorporated for all
monies owing and unpaid at the date of resignation.

(b) By decision of the Board of Directors where it is satisfied after reasonable
enquiry that the member is unable to comply with the Board of Directors
requirements.

52  Any member whose membership is terminated under Clause 5.1 (b) hereof may
appeal the decision to a General Meeting of Waikato Valley Cricket Association

Incorporated.

LIFE MEMBERSHIP - ;

6.1  The Board of Directors may recommend to a General Meeting of Waikato Valley
Cricket Association Incorporated any person, who has made an outstanding
contribution to cricket or cricket administration within the Waikato Valley region for
election as a Life Member of Waikato Valley Cricket Association Incorporated.

6.2 Any member may nominate to the Board of Directors any person for consideration
as a Life Member.

63 A Life Member may attend any meeting of Waikato Valley Cricket Association
Incorporated and take part in any discussion at such meeting but shall not be
entitled to move or second motions or to vote.

6.4  The membership of a Life Member may be terminated by decision of Waikato
Valley Cricket Association Incorporated in a General Meeting.

OFFICERS -

7.1 ELECTED OFFICERS — The officers of Waikato Valley Cricket Association
Incorporated shall comprise of a President.

72  The President shall be elected annually and shall hold office until they resign their
position or their successor is elected.

73 In the event that the office of President becomes vacant prior to an Annual
meeting then the office shall be filled by appointment by the Board of Directors.



74  Board Members will serve on the board with two Board Members retiring by
rotation at the AGM. Such two members have the right to renominaticn. Elected
Board members will attend all Board Meetings for that year in the eyent of the

elected Board Member being unavailable for a Board Meeting he wu'll tender his
apology for that meeting, but will not send a substitute member ir) his place. Any
Board Member who fails to attend three consecutive meetings without leave of
absence shall forfeit his or her seat on the Board.

75  Two Board Members will be elected from nominations received by the
Administration Executive fourteen (14) days prior to the date of the AGM. Such
nominations may be received from any person associated with Waikato Valley
Cricket Association Incorporated.

76  APPOINTED OFFICERS— The appointment of an Administration Executive and
Cricket Development Officer and any other position the Board deems appropriate
for the good running of the association shall be by appointment of the Board of
Directors.

77  CHAIRPERSON - The Chairperson of the Waikato Valley Cricket Association
Incorporated will be elected by the Board of Directors at their first meeting of each
new cricket season.

78 PATRON — The patron of the Waikato Valley Cricket Association Incorporated will
be elected at an AGM as required.

JUNIOR ADVISORY BOARD -
The Waikato Valley Cricket Association Incorporated because of its large geographic
area shall operate as two junior areas. These shall comprise of:
(a) Waikato Valley Plains which includes all areas north of Cambridge
including Cambridge
(b) Waikato Valley South which includes all areas south of Cambridge
including Matamata
The two areas will be administered by the Waikato Valley Junior Advisory Board which
will be comprised of four members elected by the Waikato Valley Cricket Association
Incorporated Board of Directors. These members will serve an the Junior Advisory
Board for two years at which time they will come up for re-nomination and reappointment
by the Board of Directors. These members have the right to co-opt an additional two
members to make up the Junior Advisory Board. The elected members of the Junior
Advisory Board are entitled to attend all board meetings with two voting rights for the
Junior Advisory Board. If any of those members are unavailable to attend a Board

Meeting they will tender their apology for that meeting but will not send a substitute
member in their place.

GENERAL MEETINGS -

9.1 The Annual General Meeting of the Waikato Valley Cricket Association
Incorporated shall be held at such time and place as the Board of Directors shall
decide but no later that the 31% August in each year. The Administration
Executive shall give not less than two weeks written notice of the meeting to all
members of Waikato Valley Cricket Association Incorporated.

92  The Administration Executive shall convene a Special General Meeting at the
request of the Board of Directors or upon receipt of written requisition by three
Association, Club or Junior members. Such requisition shall set forth the purpose
of such meeting. The meeting shall be held within three weeks of receipt by the
Administration Executive of the request or written requisition.

93  The Administration Executive shall give written notice to all members of the
Waikato Valley Cricket Association Incorporated of all business proposed to be

brought before any Special General Meeting at least two weeks prior to the date

DELEGATES - =
101 A General Meeting of Waikato Valley Cricket Association Incorporated shall
consist of:

(a) One (1) delegate of each club which has a senior team and is affiliated to
Waikato Valley Cricket Association Incorporated

(b) Four (4) Junior Advisory Board Members

(c) The President and Chairperson of Waikato Valley Cricket Association
Incorporated

(d) Current Board Members of Waikato Valley Cricket Association Incorporated

(e) Women'’s Cricket — Current Women'’s Cricket Representative on the Board

(f) Life Members

(g) The Administration Executive, Cricket Development Officer and other
appointed officers of the Association

(h) The Community Cricket Coordinator(s) 4

(i) Any other person with an interest in cricket whom the Board of Directors
deem to be appropriate

10.2 No delegate shall be permitted to act for more than one member, at the same

meeting.

CHAIRPERSON —

At all General Meetings the chair will be taken by the Chairperson, but if the Chairperson
is not present the delegates present and entitled to vote shall elect a Chairperson for
such meeting. The acting Chairperson shall remain in the chair until the arrival of the
Chairperson. Any substituted Chairperson may exercise any deliberative voting rights to
which he or she is entitles under these rules but shall not have a casting vote.

QUORUM - :
At General Meetings of Waikato Valley Cricket Association Incorporated a quorum shall
be achieved when eight (8) voting delegates are present.

VOTING -

131 Each member Club shall be entitled to one vote — by their delegate

13.2  Junior Advisory Board shall have four votes — by their delegates

13.3 Women'’s Cricket shall have one vote — by their delegate

13.4 The Chairperson shall have one vote

135 In the event of any resolution at General meeting being tied after the votes are
counted, the Chairperson shall have a casting vote

ELECTION OF BOARD MEMBERS —

141 Two members of the board retire by rotation as referred to in Clause 7.4

142 These members are entitled to be renominated for the board

14.3 All persons associated with the Waikato Valley Cricket Association Incorporated
are entitled to make nominations. :

14.4 Nominations to be with the Administration Executive 14 days prior to the date of
the Annual General Meeting i

145 The Administration Executive will distribute not less than one week prior to the
Annual General Meeting to all members of Waikato Valley Cricket Association
Incorporated the nominations received
